      Unpacking  of the Sticky Machine from its shipping crate:

I need to know how well it travels!…

The machine is shipped on its side. It is marked, with 1 & 2

Tip it onto the top(1). You now have the exposed bottom(2). 

Take out the (black wood screws)

Now tip it on its side then, now stand it up, so the top is up.

The crate can now be lifted directly up. There is an inside cardboard sleeve to protect the machine from the wood of the crate, it also can be lifted directly up at this time. Un pack all the wrap stuff. Inspect the machine

Everything should be real tight…there should be no parts rolling around. Any questions Call me !!!! 1-603-895-6807  or e-mail    kate@BusyBeefarm.com

You will need to have handy a small screwdriver, needle nose pliers. That should do it for the maintenance of the machine.

Take the pail out, unwrap it. The spare parts kit is in the pail The compressor is shipped separately in its own box. You will have to lift the long opposite side of the door panel, up to attach the yellow compressor hose. Attach the yellow compressor hose to the valve stack. It is a press fit, push it tightly in, it will seal. They are marked with yellow tape. You may remove the tape.

I recommend a dry run with straws, so you get used to the timing, then use small amounts of honey, and work up to larger amounts. THE Honey MUST BE WARM to flow well. If it is cold, you will get less volume !.

It needs to warm up 10 min before you hook fluids up to it. 

Start small.

GET TO KNOW YOUR MACHINE !.play with it, watch it.

Cleaning techniques we find helpful.:

A toothbrush, warm water

Paper towels, A tub for good straws, and a tub for leakers to be fixed later if you want, (there will be some) you can adjust slightly at will. Keep parts tight!

Keep it clean every 200 straws or so use the toothbrush to clean off honey. Use the small piece of sandpaper to clean up the heater cartridges, they will build up with gunk…
